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Terrapin Times:

Chessie returned to her home on Poplar Island this past Wednesday. While it was a sad
day for all of us to see her go, we were also happy that she is back in her natural environ-
ment and taking part in a 22-year study by Dr. Willem Roosenburg through the Roosen-
burg Lab at Ohio University.

Chessie’s measurements on her release day show significant growth throughout her seven
months with us.

Measurement October 4, 2022 May 3, 2023
Weight (grams) 13 g 313g
Carapace Length (mm) 30.8mm 125mm
Plastron Length (mm) 30mm 100mm
Shell Height (mm) 19.2mm 53mm
Shell Width (mm) 33.6mm 100.3mm

As part of the National Aquarium’s head start program, Chessie grew to the size of a six-
to seven-year old wild terrapin. The staff at Poplar Island was very pleased with her size
and health.

Included are a short video of her release and a few pictures of our time on the island to
enjoy. You will see in the video that she tries to burrow down in a tuft of grass once re-
leased. Given this is the first time that she ever touched land and the fact that it was about
twenty degrees colder outside than in her tank environment, her instincts kicked in and
she headed for cover. Should Chessie be recaptured as part of Dr. Roosenburg’s field
study, we will let you know!

Monsignor Slade Catholic School sponsors a family referral program, “Spirit of Slade,” which re-
wards the families of currently enrolled full-day Pre-K—7th grade families who refer new families to
Monsignor Slade Catholic School.

¢ Open to all MSCS families with students currently enrolled in full—
day Pre-K2 through 7th grade

+ For every new family that lists your family's name in the “Referred by”
field on their enrollment application and completes one full year of
school at MSCS, your family will receive a $500 tuition credit for the
following school year.

+ Tuition credits are awarded on a per FAMILY, not per student, basis.

+ You may refer more than one new family and receive additional credit.
The amount of referral tuition credits cannot exceed the total tuition
rate for one student in a family in any given year. Credits will not be
applied until a family’s FACTS account is activated for the year in
which the credits are to be received. Tuition credits cannot be re-
deemed for cash.

To help as you refer new families:

+ A new family is defined as a family NOT currently enrolled in the Edu-
Care program/Pre-K2-8th grades at MSCS.

+ Prospective families must list the full name of a referring parent or
student on their initial enrollment application. Only one family may
be listed as a referring family. There are no exceptions.
